Directions for UR Students conducting no more than minimal risk research to Register For CITI Humans Subjects Protection Training Online

Revised July 2014
At the University of Richmond, human subjects’ protection training is available to faculty, students, and staff members who have an interest in or responsibility for taking such training.  This training is free to members of the University of Richmond community through its contract with the Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative (CITI) which provides online training in areas such as human subjects’ protection, the responsible conduct of research, and the care and use of animals in research.

These directions pertain to UR Students conducting no more than minimal risk research.  Please follow these directions for CITI login in the order presented. The registration process can be cumbersome, so please print out and follow these directions carefully while you are registering.  If you wish later to take optional modules or alter your registration, please do so AFTER completing the registration below for the required modules.   
Proceed to register as shown below.
· Open a browser, such as Internet Explorer or Mozilla Firefox.

· Enter https://www.citiprogram.org into the address line.

The CITI page will open and feature a blue background.  On the right hand side of the screen, you will see a LOG IN section for returning users.  Returning users must log in and use their existing CITI account.  New users should use the “Create an Account” section and click the “Register” button.

· In Step 1, when asked to “Select Your Organization Affiliation”, type in “University of Richmond.”  Then click the “Continue to Step 2” button.
· Enter required fields for “Personal Information” including your University of Richmond email address.  Click the “Continue to Step 3” button.
· Follow the directions for entering a user name and password.  Please write these down for future reference.  You will need them later in the registration process and every time you login.  Fill out the “Security Question and Answer” section.  Click the “Continue to Step 4” button.
· Enter the appropriate information for the “Gender, Ethnicity, and Race” section.  Click the “Continue to Step 5” button.
· After this step, you will be sent an email from CITI that includes your user name and account number.  Please read this email when it arrives.  You may want to write your CITI password on it and file it in a secure location.  Proceed with your registration.

· At Step 5 (Continuing Education Unit credit), in almost all cases you should answer “No” to the question “Are you interested in the option of receiving Continuing Education Unit (CEU) credit for completed CITI Program courses?”  Answer the CITI survey question as you wish.  Click the “Continue to Step 6” button.
· At Step 6 you will be asked to provide “information requested by University of Richmond”. Answer required (*) questions as appropriate.  For the field “What is your role in research?” you will likely select one of the following:

· “Principal Investigator” if you are the lead researcher for the research project, or

· “Co-investigator” if you are assisting a professor on a project, or

· “Student Researcher – Undergraduate.”  
For the field “Which course do you plan to take?” you should usually answer “Basic Human Subjects – Social and Behavioral Focus.” Click the “Continue to Step 7” Button.

· Step 7 will read “Select Curriculum”.
· For Question 1, choose “UR Students conducting no more than minimal risk research.”

· For Question 2, select “I have not completed the Basic Course.”  You do not need to go back to question 1, despite what the instructions say.
· For Question 3 (Responsible Conduct of Research), do not make any selections at this time; you can return and take this and other courses later if you wish.

· For Question 4, select “Not at this time.”

· For Question 5, select “No”.
· For Question 6, do not choose any responses at this time.

· Click the “Complete Registration” button.
· The screen should read “Your registration with the University of Richmond is complete.”

· Click the “Finalize registration” button.

· The next screen should say “Your registration has been completed successfully.” Now click the “University of Richmond Courses” button. (Do not affiliate with another university at this time; you can do that during another session.)

· Your course will now be open to you.  Click on “UR Students conducting no more than minimal risk research”.
· Before you can take course modules, you must first complete the Integrity Assurance Statement.  Read the assurance statement and select “I AGREE” and click “Submit”.  You may now begin the course modules.

· For the “UR Students conducting no more than minimal risk research”, only the “Students in Research Module” is required.  Complete this module and take the quiz.
· Once the above required course module has been completed (with an 80% or higher score), your “Status” report on the “Learner’s Menu” should change to “Passed.”  You will see the word “Print” under the column labeled “Completion Reports”.  You may print this completion report and provide it as evidence of your completion of the course.  You should also get an email notification of your course completion, which you may want to save as well.  Normally the IRB Chair is provided a copy of the completion certificate as well.  (Note that the IRB Chair is the CITI system administrator and can view your records.   If you have questions, contact Dr. R. · CITI Members wishing to take additional CITI coursework (after completing the required modules) may take additional courses by two different methods.

· By taking optional/supplemental course modules under the “UR Students conducting no more than minimal risk research” course.  The IRB will often require additional training as a condition of approval of specific research proposals.  For example, the IRB will always require the completion of additional CITI training modules for research projects involving children or other vulnerable populations.  Optional or supplemental modules can only be taken after a learner completes a basic course.  To view optional/supplemental modules for your user group (e.g. “UR Students conducting no more than minimal risk research”), simply go to your CITI Main Menu and click the course title under the "Course" button.  For example, clicking on "UR Students conducting no more than minimal risk research" will take you to the optional/supplemental modules for the student course.  There are currently over 30 optional/supplemental course modules listed there. 

· Learners may also take different courses (such as a Responsible Conduct of Research course or an animal protection course). Go to your Main Menu and click on the “Add a Course or Update Learner Groups” button.  This will take you to a “select curriculum” which is gives you the option of taking additional courses.  Follow the directions on page 2 to register for additional courses.
